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Abstract
We kindly ask the participants to prepare an abstract of 150 to 350 words, written in Slovenian and English or Croatian and English or only in English, if the whole paper is in English. 

Introduction: state in a few sentences the reason for selection, relevance of performed study/research or review of literature and its relevance/importance. 
Methods: describe the research environment and pattern, used research methods and performed data processing (depending on paper type).
Results: state key research results or key literature review results.
Discussion: state the usefulness of findings and point out conclusions regarding your research problem.
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Introduction
In the introduction, the author presents and defines both, the research problem and the reasons for selection, and relevance and its usefulness. Based on the problem, the author defines the research topic. An adequately defined research topic and subject represent the author's basis for setting goals and a research plan. At the end of the introduction, the author defines the purpose, objectives of the research and creates research questions and / or hypotheses.
Methods
In the original empirical scientific article the author states information on:
· Type of research methodology (qualitative or quantitative),
· research methods (stating a logical research steps sequence and data processing;  statistical methods or used data analyses methods, programme and programme version for statistical analyses); it is not enough to just list methods, it is also necessary to state the field of use and type of use for each method),    
· research environment and pattern (description of research environment used for the research, state possible specialties of research environment that could influence the research results and a clear definition of research pattern), 
· ethical aspect (state relevant documents from the field of ethics as each researcher's responsibility is to be acquainted with them and take them into account when planning and carrying out the research), 
·  assumptions and limitations of the research (stating assumptions the research is based on and stating the research constraints). 
In the qualitative methodology, the methods of data collection and analysis, the method of recording, data collection, data transcription, processing analysis steps, data processing techniques (programme and programme version) and data interpretation are stated.
In the review paper the author states information on:
· Used research methods for literature review, analyses and synthesis (e.g. PRISM flowchart), 
· Ways to look for information (used database, publication timeframe, search keywords, inclusion and exclusion criteria, search strategy, language etc.),
· Description of data analysis, data collection and way of data presentation (programme and programme version).

Results
Research results are presented written or in charts and graphs. Charts and graphs should be referenced (Picture 1, Chart 1 etc.). The interpretation of results is focused on statistically significant results and the results of used statistical tests. Authors answer research questions and confirm or reject hypotheses. 
In qualitative research, we present the findings of a systematic review, analysis and synthesis of literature, and should not be based solely on the basis of a series of previous scientific findings, but on creative synthesis, analysis and comparison.
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Discussion
In the discussion we present the findings of the research in words, numerical results are not, in principle, quoted. The results are compared with results of previous studies, thus determining their significance and applicative value. At the end of the discussion, we list the research limitations from the point of view of the instrument, the sample and the course of the research, and provide the recommendations derived from the presented research.
Conclusion
We briefly summarize the essential results in relation to the research purpose. Open questions are raised, which we did not answer in the research, or the questions that we have newly raised. The conclusion draws attention to the purpose of the description and indicates its usefulness 
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
