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[bookmark: _GoBack]POSTERS GUIDELINES
A logically structured poster works multilaterally, providing the author with an innovative way of promoting his work and presenting the topic of research in an easy way to the audience. Research shows that, on average, it takes only three seconds to make sure the reader stays with the poster and looks at it accurately.
	1. Short summary guidelines

	The author / s who will participate in the conference with the poster will only prepare an extract (and not the entire contribution) according to the instructions provided. Only an extract will be published in the e-book.
	Extract (150-350 words)
Introduction: in a few sentences, summarize the reason for selection, actuality of carried out research or literature review and their actuality/importance.
Methods: describe the research environment and patterns, used research methods and carried out data analysis (depending on the type of contribution).
Results: state key research results or results of literature review.
Discussion: state the usefulness of the findings and highlight the conclusions that relate to your research problem.
Keywords [3-5 keywords]: keyword 1, keyword 2, keyword 3




	2. Poster placement

	During the conference, your poster will be displayed at the Faculty of Health Sciences, therefore you are kindly asked to prepare a short presentation on A4 page that will be available for visitors besides your poster. The Faculty of Health Sciences will provide tools for attaching the poster. Authors presenting there work are required to display and take off the posters by themselves. Your poster will have a number assigned that will give you the order of your poster presentation.   

	3. Presentation of posters

	At least one of the authors has to be present at the poster during its presentation. We kindly ask you to prepare a presentation of maximum 5 minutes which will include the gist of your paper. Questions from the audience will follow your presentation. 

	4. Poster dimensions 

	DIN AO (841 mm x 1189 mm ), portrait orientation (allow the reader to read from top to bottom) (Picture 1).

	5. Guidelines

	Language: Slovenian and/or English.
Poster's title: The title of the poster should be the same as the abstract in the collection; the title should be short and should present the essence of the poster.

Picture 1: content order (Annex 1)
Inscription: Content size (letters, numbers, pictures, charts etc.) should be readable from at least 2 meter (main title from 3 meters).
Recommendations:
· The appropriate font size for the main title is between 90 and 150 pixels, for other titles between 48 and 60 pixels; for text between 24 and 32 pixels;
· The minimum font size is 18 pixels;
· A combination of UPPER CASE and lower case for general content is recommended. It is not recommended to use only UPPER CASE, because it's hard to read;
· The use of different font styles should be avoided (recommended is Sans serif);
·  It is advisable to balance the content (text) and graphic (photographs, tables, charts, etc.) part of the poster;
·  Shorter paragraphs of the text are recommended. You can also reach these by using tags and numbering;
·  It is recommended that you do not fill the entire space on the poster and leave certain parts empty;
·  It is advisable to use meaningful color combinations. The "color circle" can be helpful

Pictures: It is recommended to use 12 cm x 18 cm photos in high quality (300 dpi);
